The Court finds that Petitioner, TDFPS, and Respondent/Counter Petitioner
Daniel Pardo and Ashley Pardo have jointly agreed to dismiss with prejudice all
claims asserted in Petitioner’s Original Petition for Protection of A Child, For
Conservatorship, and For Termination In Suit Affecting Parent Child Relationship,

and Respondents/Counter Petitioners’ Counter Petitions in Suit Affecting Parent

Child Relationship and Motion for Sanctions.
